PUNTING IN CAMBRIDGE

on a punt on the river Cam. The official punting companies are 
based on the Quay Side and Mill Lane. 
 
You will notice, that touters will try to sell you either punting or 
walking tours, which is actually illegal. If you are looking for the 
best experience, book a tour with an established company with 
well-trained guides. The Blue Badge guides from the Tourist office 
are the only ones, who are al-lowed to take you into the colleges. 
 
VISITING THE COLLEGES  
Please be aware, that the colleges are closed during special events 
such as the May balls in June, private events and exam time in 
May. Most of the colleges charge an entry fee, a few such as Christ 
College and Sidney Sussex are free to visit. 
 
FAMOUS LOCAL FOOD  
Must have! The Chelsea bun from Fitzbillies, the Scotch egg at the 
Free Press Pub and Gin from the Cambridge Distillery. 
 
TIPPING  
General run is 10%, sometimes service charge is included in the 
bill.

Most pubs open at midday, some a bit earlier. They tend to close 
at 11 pm. Food is generally served all day, but some of the more 
traditional pubs close after 2 pm. On Sunday, the Cooked Lunch is 
served from midday to 3 pm. A few pubs serve this until late.

Cambridge is very busy on Friday and Saturday evenings. Booking 
is essential. Make sure you book your Christmas party early. Some 
places are booked up by September!
